The following patients should be discussed with the OPAT consultant / on-call ID registrar:


those with an associated diabetic ulcer


those with a history of recent hospital admission, documented MRSA infection or CDI


those with bacteraemia





The following patients require surgical or orthopaedic review before consideration for OPAT:


Recent surgery in relation to the SSTI


Possible joint involvement


Bursitis





The following patients are not suitable for OPAT


Pain out of proportion to skin changes/rapidly evolving/blistering


Systolic BP < 100 mmHg


2 or more of the following:


Temp < 36 or > 38°C


HR > 90 bpm


Resp rate > 20


Drug misusers – actively injecting iv/sc/into muscle


current alcohol dependency


mental health morbidity/ history of self harm


Other active medical problems requiring hospitalisation
